Tournament Information

Accommodations: The tournament will cover the cost of lodging at the Westfield Inn from Friday, July 25th through Sunday, July 27th with checkout Monday morning.  For those players who need to arrive a day early, the tournament will also cover a nights lodging at the Holiday Inn Express in Wadsworth on Thursday the 24th.  I will make all arrangements with The Westfield Inn and the Holiday Inn Express.  Should you choose to stay additional nights, you need to call the Holiday Inn Express (the same hotel we have utilized the past 4 years) at 330-334-7666.  Extra nights will be at your own expense.
Golf: The tournament will once again be held at the majestic Westfield Group Country Club.  A practice round will be available on Friday, July 25th, and the competitive rounds will be on Saturday the 26th and Sunday the 27th.  Players will compete in a Modified Stableford format on Saturday and the top two players in each sight category will advance to the Match Play Championships on Sunday.  The remaining players will compete in a Handicapped Stableford competition on Sunday.  On Monday, July 28th, a Fund-Raising Scramble and BBQ will take place at Ridge Top Golf Course with area Lions and Supporters.

Charitable Pursuit: As many of you are aware, the charity supported through our tournament is an Adaptive Technology Scholarship for area blind/visually impaired students.  Through the efforts of the tournament and the Rittman Lions, we have provided over $9,000 worth of scholarships over the past 3 years.  In addition, the tournament has also made contributions to the Foundation Fighting blindness.  The FFB was founded by Gordon Gund, former majority owner of the Cleveland Cavaliers.  Our tournament will be held in conjunction with the Cavaliers’ annual fundraiser at Westfield Group Country Club.  We are requesting a $150 entry fee that will be deposited directly into the Scholarship Fund.  Please return the registration form along with your check for $150 made payable to the Rittman Lions Club ASAP as slots are very limited.  Application deadline is March 15th.
